	Mental Maths:

· Multiply and divide any decimal by 10 or 100.
· Identify horizontal, vertical, parallel and perpendicular lines.
· Identify acute, obtuse, reflex and right angles.
· Use negative numbers on context, i.e. temperature.

· Working out decimal calculations using the 4 operations (linked to money).
· Understand and know the 24 hours clock.

· Interactive use of IZAK9 for problem solving.
· Daily mental maths homework books.
Numeracy:

· Understand and use decimals with the 4 operations.
· Understand the relationship between decimals and money.
· To solve money based problems, i.e. change from £5, £10, £15 and £20.
· Ordering money in pounds and pence (linked to decimals).
· Use of a calculator.

· Ordering numbers including negative numbers.
· Understand and use negative numbers in context, i.e. temperatures.

· To read and understand 24 hour clock.
· Understand relationship between 12 and 24 hour clock (solving time problems)
Parallel and Perpendicular lines:
· To understand and identify the properties of Parallel lines.
· To understand and identify the properties of Perpendicular lines.

· Identify parallel lines that are oblique or varying distances apart or different orientations.
· Relate parallel lines to reality, i.e. train tracks.

· Understand perpendicular lines cross or meet at right angles. Show parallel and perpendicular lines in 2D shapes. 
Symmetry:
· Recognise lines of symmetry.
· Draw lines of symmetry on Letters, Numbers and 2D shapes.
· Identify lines of symmetry using a mirror. 
· Explore and investigate lines of symmetry of 2D shapes.
· Make general statements about lines of symmetry, e.g. all isosceles triangles have one line of symmetry.
